Uganda
We have again been very grateful for the support from the ABC to interns. I think it simplest to report as follows, which I hope is OK by you; The main outputs have been - 
1. We are contributing to a national report on Uganda’s biodiversity, to go to the CBD later this year, through a programme organised by UNEP and WCMC.  Some of the data (especially bird counts) have been collected by interns, individually or as team members. Uganda continues (so far as we know) to be the only country in Africa to report on the state of its biodiversity on a regular basis – the report coming next will be the seventh. Interns maintain some of the long-term monitoring files too.

2. A note with the editor of Bull ABC on Grey Parrots nesting in the roof of a house

3. An article on scavenging birds in Uganda, under review with Scopus

4. An almost complete MS on colonial nesting in Hamerkops.

We realise that none of this involves rare or endangered species, but we continue to think that training is very good value-for-money, as seen by the results.
