The Larus argentatus/fuscus/michahellis/cachinnans/heuglini complex is currently subject to several interpretations.  BoA recognise only argentatus (includes races michahellis, cachinnans, heuglini, argentatus, taimyrensis) and fuscus (includes races fuscus, graellsii) as species.
