Following the AGM, we are delighted that we will have two speakers presenting very different aspects of birding and bird conservation in Africa.
 First Dr Kyle Lloyd will present a talk:
The White-winged Flufftail - using Africa's rarest and most threatened waterbird as a flagship species for wetland conservation.
Dr Kyle Lloyd is the Wetland Conservation Project Manager/Rockjumper Fellow of White-winged Flufftail Conservation at BirdLife South Africa. Kyle oversees the research and conservation of the Critically Endangered White-winged Flufftail. The bird is a flagship species for safeguarding South Africa’s high-elevation wetlands, inhabited by diverse wildlife communities and supplying numerous ecosystem services to society. Kyle’s talk will cover some of the research on the White-winged Flufftail (including some funded by the African Bird Club), and how this has been used to conserve the species and its wetland habitats. Kyle will also discuss recent publications developed for land users, environmental practitioners, and children to empower them with knowledge about this cryptic and elusive waterbird. 
 This will be followed by a talk by Simon Barnes entitled:
Lost in the Bush: Birding and the Baron
Simon is a well-known author and journalist.  He is a keen wildlife enthusiast and has travelled widely including around Africa. He spent happy times in Zambia with Bob Stjernstedt, one of the pioneers of African birding.   Simon’s talk, first given at the Global Bird Fair this July, is a humorous tribute to Bob.  Expect harrowing tales of days and nights spent with some of Africa’s most charismatic and exciting birds and mammals. His latest book is ‘Spring is the Only Season’
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
